Safe Environment for Our Children 

As the religious education year gears up, we want to make sure that our volunteers comply with the requirements set by the Dio-

cese.  All volunteers that work with children must comply with three requirements: (1) everyone must be fingerprinted, (2)register on-

line and (3) attend a safe environment training either in person or complete the training on line.  If you have already been finger-

printed for our program, there is no need to do so again. All previous classes and On-line Training dates are void and everyone needs 

to do this training either at a live session or on-line to satisfy the new two year requirement set by Bishop Walsh. The live Safe Envi-

ronment Training will be on Sep. 15th at St. Vincent High School, Tillman Hall. You may attend either 3:30pm or the 6:30pm 

session. Please contact your program coordinator for information to complete the required steps or call the rectory at 762-4278. We 

hope these requirements do not cause any inconvenience to you, but we want to insure that we provide a safe environment for our 

children. 

Sept. 7, 2008 

Pastor's Desk 

I am away this weekend for a wedding Iôm officiating in San Diego for my cousinôs son. I will be with many of my family and 

will return this Sunday afternoon. This coming week will be my last week in the parish before I take off on vacation next Sunday 

afternoon, returning to Petaluma on Oct. 8th. 

As I said in last weekôs bulletin, scaffolding has gone up around the sides of the church for a major project that will ultimately 

result in the restoration of our stained glass windows. For those who were gone last weekend, Iôm repeating what I wrote in the 

bulletin: 

The lead that binds the windows together has a life of 80 ï 100 years and the people who undertook the repairing of the win-

dows broken two years ago informed us (as did a number of other stained glass professionals) that we are at the point of having 

to restore them. We have also learned that we need a new roof on the church. We do not know if the roof we have is the original 

roof, but there is no documentation we can find that says otherwise. 

Both of these are really one project with two parts, and common sense requires us to install a new roof before we begin work-

ing on the windows. The roof will take about six weeks. The restoration of the windows will begin next year and will be done in 

three phases over three years. 

The overall estimated cost of the entire project is $750,000 and requires a capital campaign to raise the needed funds. A com-

mittee I formed last year has begun the initial phase of the campaign by soliciting gifts that will give us a good head of steam 

when we involve the entire parish. Based on verbal pledges and pledges already received, a few weeks ago I made the decision 

with the parish finance committee to begin installing the new roof now. We want to do it before the winter rains come and be-

fore next spring when the cost of putting on a new roof would be higher than it is today. 

The initial estimate for the roof was $225,000, but we have discovered that the design of the gutters will cause their replace-

ment to be far more labor intensive than originally thought; so our current estimate is near $300,000. Dry rot was also found in 

roofing over a side door porch; though unlikely, if dry rot is found in the roof above the main body of the church, the cost could 

be even higher.  The estimate for the windows is $450,000; so the overall goal of our campaign is $750,000. 

I will be sharing much more with you in the weeks to come, but I do want you to be aware that the scaffolding is the beginning 

of a major project for the parish.
