This Tuesday is Election Day ï at long last ï the time when all of us have the opportunity to participate in the 

public life of our country. As Iôve noted already, as Catholics we have a responsibility to help shape the moral 

character of our society with votes that reflect the moral convictions of a well-formed conscience focused on the 

three principles of the dignity of every human being, the pursuit of the common good, and the protection of the 

weak and the vulnerable. In their pastoral letter, Forming Consciences for Faithful Citizenship, the Bishops of 

the United States speak of a ñconsistent ethic of life.ò The bulletin once again contains a summary of the Bish-

opsô letter in which are listed the seven themes involved in a consistent ethic of life. They are careful to note that 

a consistent ethic of life involves far more than one or two issues. Their full letter includes a ten-page section 

that provides a summary of the policy positions they have taken on major issues confronting the American peo-

ple. (If you do not have the letter, you can download it on your computer from their website, 

www.faithfulcitizenship.org.) Although their responsibility is to teach the moral dimensions involved in public 

decisions, it is not their role to tell us whom and what to vote for. That is left to us to decide. Our task is to do 

what we can to help promote the common good. We are blessed to be able to exercise our political responsibility 

and I encourage everyone to vote this Tuesday if you have not already done so.
